The death of Christ is a dominant and dramatic theme in
the New Testament. So it’s not surprising that, over the
centuries, the Cross has become the symbol of the

Christian faith. But Christians do not honour a dead hero;
we worship a Living Lord. 

According to the Bible, the death of Jesus is not the end of a track – it’s
the gateway into life. His crucifixion gives rise to many key themes and
you’ll explore some of these in this course including: the place of silence
in our noisy world; despair and hope; a suffering world; the challenge of
living as disciples when Christianity is no longer mainstream…

THE COURSE BOOKLET is written by
theologian and author, Revd Dr John
Pridmore. Each of the five sessions
ends with questions designed to
stimulate lively group discussion.
Ideally each group member should have
a personal copy. 
THE CD AND AUDIOTAPE contain five
14-minute radio-style starters for group
discussion, with Simon Stanley putting
questions to the participants – John
Bell, General Sir Richard Dannatt
and Christina Baxter. Each of the five
sessions closes with a reflection by
Methodist minister, Colin Morris.
Former Archbishop of York, Dr David
Hope, introduces the course.
THE COURSE TRANSCRIPT provides a
complete record of the ‘conversation’
between the presenter and participants
on the CD/audiotape. In an easy-to-
follow format, the transcript booklet
cross-references with the track
numbers on the CD – making it simple
to find the start of each new question
posed to the participants. The transcript
is especially useful for group leaders as
they prepare. It can also help group
members feel more confident about
joining in the discussion – and enables
them to go over the recorded material at
leisure.
